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MESSAGE FROM THE PRESIDENT

Spring: A big thanks to the many people
who have improved the landscaping
around their homes. The new shrubs, and
in two cases stone work, look very good.
We encourage others to propose new
plantings around their homes. The
Architecture Committee is eager to
consider and approve such plans.

New Grounds Contractor: Community
Landscape Services (CLS) has begun
their regular mowing schedule and have
had a number of meetings with the
Architecture Committee and our
Maintenance Staff. They are learning
about the community and working out
the kinks.

in regard to fire lanes or signs.

Maintenance Building Project: We
are preparing our Minor Site Plan
Amendment for submission to the County
for approval. They also want a detailed
project work plan with it. The amount of
detail required by the County bureaucracy
is amazing.

Paint Cycle: See the information inside.

Maintenance Work: Our very changeable
weather has delayed some work. The
crew is working on pruning, stump
grinding and reseeding. And work is
underway to refurbish, rewire and
restore another 25 of our electric lights.
As noted last month, Dominion
refurbished the lights that they have in
Charlestown and their lights are now
much brighter — because of new or
cleaned glass globes — not brighter or
bigger bulbs. The Charlestown lights are
only a little brighter once refurbished.

CALL TO ORDER
Mr. Ingalsbe called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m., noting the
presence of a quorum.

APPROVAL OF THE BOD MINUTES

Ms. Lauder made a motion to approve the March 1 BOD
minutes. Mrs. ElImstrom seconded the motion and it carried
with unanimous approval.

HOMEOWNER FORUM

A group of homeowners attended the meeting to discuss the
outcome of the COA’s appeal to the Board of Building Code
Appeals (BBCA), held on April 13". Homeowners and the BOD
thanked Mr. Ingalsbe for the outstanding presentation before the
BBCA and the effort he has put forward representing the
Association on this important issue. The Board thanked the many
homeowners who wrote personally to the BBCA and our county
representatives, as well as those owners who attended the session
and offered personal testimonies.

PRESIDENT'S REPORT

e Mr. Ingalsbe discussed the appeal and noted that the owners’
efforts were effective and appreciated by the BBCA. He was
given helpful guidance on how the COA may continue to
work through the appeals process. The COA will now appeal
to the State Technical Review Board (TRB). This appeal
must first go through the Board of Supervisors (BOS) it is
hoped that they will not contest or oppose the COA appeal.

e  Mr. Ingalshe thanked Mr. Herrity for the effort and assistance
that he and his staff have provided to our community on this
issue.

e  Mr. Ingalshe and the Fire Marshall have resolved the issue of
the number of signs that the COA will eventually install,
which will be 10.

MANAGEMENT REPORT

e Ms. Gerstein presented the COA financial statements for the
month of March. Mr. Biery asked that management provide
the details for the $3,320 recorded for miscellaneous income.

e Management presented the draft Audit for the years ended
December 31, 2010 and 2009.

e Management presented an estimate by PSI for the painting of
curbs and parking spaces in the community. The BOD asked
that PSI present another estimate for the painting of parking
space numbers only.

e Management presented the Ploutis Painting proposal for
miscellaneous carpentry repair of roof rake boards.

e Management presented the Dominion Paving proposal for
concrete curb and gutter repair.

e Management presented the Chimney Doctor proposal for the
replacement of chimney crowns. The BOD discussed the
progress of chimney repair in the community. The COA has
146 homes with chimneys and is undertaking the replacement
of approximately 25 per year, with 34 completed to date. The
Chimney Doctor has a proven track record with the COA for
good work done at a competitive price.

e Management presented the documentation for Community
Landscaping Services (CLS) most recent work in the
community. The mowing was delayed from wet weather and
will be difficult because of the saturated soil. Mr. Ingalsbe,
Ms. Gerstein and Mr. Yelton will be walking the property
with the CLS supervisors on May 12 to discuss specific issues
and concerns for the community.

Mr. Biery made a motion to approve the draft audit for years
ended December 31, 2010 and 2009 performed by Goldklang&
Group CPAs. Mrs. Lauder seconded the motion and it
carried with unanimous approval.

Mrs. ElImstrom made a motion to approve the Ploutis Painting
carpentry proposal in the amount of $1,460.00. Mrs. Lauder
seconded the motion and it carried with unanimous approval.

Mr. Biery made a motion to approve the Dominion Paving and
Sealing proposal for sidewalk, curb and gutter repair in the
amount of $13,166.00. Mr. Klingelhut seconded the motion
and it carried with unanimous approval.

Mr. Klingelhut made a motion to approve the Chimney
Doctor proposal for chimney crown replacement in the
amount of 14,120.00. Mrs. EImstrom seconded the motion and
it carried with unanimous approval.

MAINTENANCE REPORT

e Maintenance presented the proposal for electrical contract
work for the retrofitting of 25 community lights. This is a
continuation of the light renovation work performed last year.

e Maintenance presented a proposal to purchase a 6” chipper
for the COA. A cost comparison of owning the equipment
vs. renting shows a significant savings for the community.
Rental of this equipment is approximately $2,000.00 per
month. In addition, owning the equipment will allow the
COA to clean up tree debris and storm damage, where and
when needed and minimize the costs of contractor tree
services.

e Maintenance has located a lightly used Vermeer BC600XL,
2005, for $8,100. The BOD determined that the chipper will
enhance the COA’s ability to maintain the grounds while
minimizing contract expenditures on tree removal and clean-

up.

Mrs. Lauder made a motion to approve the proposal for the
retrofit of 25 community lights in the amount of $7,500.00.
Mr. Klingelhut seconded the motion and it carried with
unanimous approval.
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Mr. Klingelhut made a motion to purchase the Vermeer
BC600XL, 2005 in an amount not to exceed $8,100.00. Mr.
Miron seconded the motion and it carried with unanimous
approval.

NEW BUSINESS

e Ms. Gerstein presented the Board correspondence related to a
homeowner query concerning their roof. The BOD discussed
having the roof examined by WCC in order to establish what
parts if any would need further replacement. The BOD
directed that Roof Masters repair flashing along the roof line
as soon as possible.

e Mr. Ingalsbe discussed the progress of permits for the
maintenance shed. It is expected that the zoning board will
give its approval shortly and the COA will then submit
another site plan for the building permit.

e Ms. Gerstein presented a proposal for Thomas Downey to
perform an update on the COA’s reserve study. The BOD
considered the company best suited because of their
familiarity from having performed the previous reserve study.

e Ms. Gerstein discussed the conclusions of the WCC study on
the severely peeling paint on several painted brick homes.
The company concluded that only specific small areas of
brick need replacement. The cause is most likely moisture
trapped between the brick and the paint. The only homes
affected are those with shaded, northern exposures.

e Mr. Ingalsbe asked the BOD to vote on a homeowner appeal
for an exception to the Bylaws. After reviewing the case, Mr.
Ingalsbe asked for a vote.

e The Board directed Mr. Yelton to purchase a replacement
bench for the playground behind Building 8.

e Ms. Lauder discussed the option of having a pool party again
this year.

Mr. Miron made a motion to deny the homeowner appeal for
an exception to the Bylaws. Mrs. Lauder seconded the motion
and it carried with unanimous approval.

Mr. Klingelhut made a motion to move to Executive Session to
discuss owner delinquencies. Mrs. Elmstrom seconded the
motion and it carried with unanimous approval.

Mrs. Lauder made a motion to leave Executive Session Mr.
Biery seconded the motion and it carried with unanimous
approval.

There being no further business to come before the Board, Mr.
Biery moved to adjourn the meeting at 8:45 p.m. Mr.

RE: Appeal of Notice of Violation (February 25, 2011) Charlestown Owner’s Association

Dear Sir or Madam:

The subject of this appeal is the Charlestown Community. Charlestown is a 43 year old community of
500 town homes located within Springfield, Virginia.

As the President of the COA Board of Directors, I am appealing the decision of the Fairfax County

Building Code Appeals Board to uphold the Fire Marshal’s Notice of Violation (NOV) dated February
25,2011, RE: Charlestown Fire Lanes, issued to the COA which designated specific Fire Lanes within
the Community and specific signage options (Enclosure 1, with Maps labeled Option A and Option B).

Charlestown appeals the NOV for the following reasons:
1. Section 102.2 of the 2009 Virginia Statewide Fire Prevention Code (SFPC) states: “Application
to pre-1973 buildings and structures. Buildings and structures constructed prior to the USBC
(1973) shall comply with the maintenance requirements of the SFPC to the extent that equipment,
systems, devices, and safeguards which were provided and approved when constructed shail be
maintained.

This language indicates that retrofitting pre-1973 communities, buildings or structures for new
SFPC requirements is not required. Charlestown’s design, specifications and plans were all
developed and approved prior to 1973, Construction was completed between 1967 and1973. Fire
lanes were not required and were not included in the design or construction and should not be
required now.

2. On September 28, 1988, Deputy Chief Plaugher of the Fire Prevention Division agreed to a
waiver of Designated Fire Lanes for Charlestown private streets. (Enclosure 2).

3. We have no record of any instance of an emergency vehicle being hindered or being unable to
gain necessary access during the 40 years of its existence. Emergency vehicles frequently travel
throughout Charlestown without problem. Most cases are medical emergencies, but there was a
significant fire a few years ago (confined to one home), and what turned out to be a false alarm
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about two weeks ago. The latter two involved response by multiple fire trucks with no problems
encountered.

4. Although Fire Lanes were not required, and had never been designated, the COA had marked
many curb areas with yellow paint to preclude parking for safety reasons. Upon receipt of the
Fire Marshal’s initial NOV of June 23, 2010, the COA acted to remove any possible remaining
safety concerns and ensure the safety of emergency responders and residents while preserving
necessary and reasonable parking for residents, visitors, service and utility vehicles.

a. Two 30° wide streets (Lakinhurst Lane and Willow Forge Road) were designated for one-
way traffic — with continued parking allowed on both sides — as authorized by the code.

b. Parking on all other COA streets, traffic circles, and parking lots (almost all 24°wide) was
limited to only one side. This provides 18’ wide Fire/Travel Lanes in these areas. This is
the same 18’ Fire/Travel lane found on secondary streets in all nearby neighborhoods.
(and, I believe throughout the county) which are maintained and controlled by Virginia
Department of Transportation (VIDOT). While the main streets in these neighborhoods
(e.g., Cardinal Forest, Kings Park, Burke, Orange Hunt, Daventry, etc.) are 36’ wide, the
side streets are 30° wide and under strict application of the code should have one side
designated as a Fire Lane (with parking forbidden) or be made one-way streets. When
vehicles are parked on both sides of these streets the resulting Fire/Travel Lane in the
center is 18 wide — the same width as provided on Charlestown streets, circles and
parking lots. The NOV therefore imposes on Charlestown a much more stringent and
restrictive standard than allowed on VDOT controlled side streets.

¢. Notwithstanding the fact that Charlestown is a pre-1973 Community and was provided a
waiver of Fire Lanes in 1988, we asked the Fire Marshal to approve our proposed Fire
Lanes as reasonable and adequate even though two-way traffic is allowed. Most of the
streets are cul-de-sacs and cannot be made one-way. But, the very low traffic volume
ensures that emergency vehicles are not hindered or blocked by on-coming traffic.

The Fire Marshal’s NOV is based on requirements for Fire Lanes identified in Virginia Statewide Fire
Prevention Code, Section 503, Fairfax County Fire Prevention Code — Chapter 62 and the Fairfax
County Public Facilities Manual. The NOV contains two issues:

1. The designation and location of Fires Lanes and,

2. The number and placement of Fire Lane signs.

We appealed the NOV to the Fairfax County Building Code Appeals Board. A hearing was held on April
13, 2011, and the board believed they had to uphold the strict letter of the code and be consistent with
their previous rulings. The results of the Hearing are attached at Enclosure 2. After the Appeals Hearing,
the Fire Marshal agreed to our proposed placement of alternative Fire Lane signs at each of 10 entrances
into the community, as many other Associations have installed. We agreed to the annual recertification
and fee payment requirement for these signs. The remaining issue is that of designation of Fire Lanes and
parking to be allowed.

The Fire Lane issue comes down to our request that parking be allowed on one side of our 24’ wide
interior streets and parking lots — even though two-way traffic is allowed. The SFPC code table of
authorizations for parking on streets of various widths and one and two way traffic is attached as
enclosure 3.

The following section of the Code of the County of Fairfax, Virginia, Chapter 62 — Fire Protection is
pertinent. Section 62-2-8. Amendments, additions, deletions to the Virginia Statewide Fire Prevention
Code.
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106.5. Modifications. The fire official shall have the power to modify any provision or
requirement of this Code, upon written application by the owner, lessee, occupant or their legal

representative, when there is practical difficulty in meeting the strict letter of the Code.

However, in all cases of modification, the spirit and intent of the Code shall be met to ensure the
health, safety, and welfare of persons is protected.

We believe we have satisfied the spirit and intent of the Code as well as safety issues, but we are

prepared, and have offered, to try to resolve any remaining specific safety concerns.

The following points are relevant:

1.

As stated above, our proposed Fire/Travel Lanes are as wide as those provided on secondary/side
streets in other Fairfax neighborhoods. The NOV imposes on Charlestown a much more stringent
and restrictive standard than that allowed on VDOT controlled side streets. The Fire Marshal
acknowledges that he cannot enforce these harsher standards on VDOT streets.

We do not have a safety issue here. The Fire Marshal has stated that he does not have an active
periodic inspection program — but rather only sends an inspector out in response to complaints.
The complaint which resulted in the NOV was made by another Homeowner’s Association not by
Fire and Rescue Officials who had a problem with Charlestown. This very sclective and limited
enforcement is readily apparent when driving through communities and neighborhoods in the
county.

Traffic within Charlestown is very limited. There are no cut-through streets and almost all of our
streets/parking lots are dead ends or cul-de-sacs. Traffic is limited to residents, visitors, service
and utility vehicles. The possibility of emergency vehicle access being blocked or impeded by
oncoming traffic is nil.

Our traffic circles have a paved area 25° in width. With parking on one side, the Fire or Travel
Lane is 19° wide. These are also de-facto one-way strects. Residents and visitors always move
through the circles in a counter-clock-wise manner.

Emergency vehicles have two or more access routes to almost all Charlestown homes (the code
requires front and rear access only if the building is five stories or 50° in height). Access within
Charlestown (via street, parking lot or adjacent street) is considerably greater than found in most
neighborhoods. In addition, our homes are of all brick construction with cinderblock walls
between units. Fires are rare, small and have not spread from home to home. Our 18” Fire/Travel
Lanes in all areas are and should be considered adequate.

Implementation of the NOV’s mandated Fire Lanes would cause great hardship and “practical difficulty”

1.

The Fire Marshal’s designated Fire Lanes precludes parking along the curbs on both sides of all
interior streets, traffic circles and in all parking lots. For at least 18 of our buildings involving
132 homes, the NOV Fire Lanes eliminate any parking other than the two assigned head in
parking spaces allotted to each home. The other 55 buildings and 368 homes have some curb
parking available on facing or adjacent county streets or on our one-way streets. The NOV
denies the 132 homes any parking for visitors, service or utility vehicles or for third or fourth
vehicles that many families have (e.g., those with older children etc).

For one building, space is so limited that assigned parking for three of the homes (six spaces) is
on a circle because there are no spaces available in any nearby parking lot. The NOV would
climinate these spaces and leave these residents with no parking at all. The COA’s governing
documents require that each home be provided two assigned parking spaces as close to the home
as possible. If these six spaces in the circle are removed — the COA will have to construct new
spaces — most likely in what is now “green space”. An initial estimate is $50,000 or more. This
is an unnecessary expense to our owners — and is particularly disturbing since the COA spent
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$1,800,000 from 2005-2007 repairing, repaving and in some cases rebuilding our extensive
interior roads and parking areas.

3. Some of our residents are handicapped and have limited mobility. They tend to park at the curb
in front of their homes to avoid interior stairs or the longer walk to assigned parking not directly
behind their homes. Eliminating their curb parking as required by the NOV will exacerbate their
plight, impair their independence and cause great difficulty and hardship — as they will be
dependent on others for things that they can now do for themselves.

4. Implementation of the NOV will remove literally hundreds of parking spaces from Charlestown
which up to now has had ample parking. This confiscation of spaces will remove an obvious
benefit and reduce property values.

5. Strict application of the code requires that parking not be allowed on cither side of streets of less
than 30’ in width (with two way traffic). The Fire Marshal has revised this standard to allow
parking on one side of streets that are 26’wide rather than 30° wide. A further slight reduction to
24° would solve our problem and allow parking on one side of our streets.

A Map with our proposed Fire Lanes is at Enclosure 4 (Map C).

Ms. Sharon Bulova, Chairman, Fairfax County Board of Supervisors, and Mr. Pat Herrity, Springfield
District Supervisor, support this appeal.

We understand the importance of safety and emergency vehicle access. The safety of residents and our
fine emergency responders is the highest priority for our board and management. Our actions and our
Fire Lanes satisfy those safety concerns and emergency vehicle access. The extensive additional
restrictions imposed by the NOV are unnecessary; are much more restrictive than found in many or most
Fairfax County neighborhoods and therefore unfair; will cause hardship, difficulty and loss of property
value to our residents; and, in our opinion, are unreasonable. We request approval of our 18 wide Fire
Lane markings as noted on Map C with parking continued to be allowed on our streets, traffic circles and
parking lots.
