Appealed the Fire Marshal’s Notice
of Violation on Fire Lanes/Parking.

A number of brick walls, stoops and
portions of sidewalks were replaced.
Brick work and chimney caps on a
number of homes were repaired (a
growing necessity).

The roads/parking areas rebuilt in 2006 were
repaired per the 2006 contract “‘guarantec”.
A new storage building was erected in
the maintenance yard behind Haverhill
Court — and screened.

Restoration and renewal of existing
electric street lamps was completed.
Purchased a wood chipper and snow
plow - cost effective investments to
expand productivity.

Completed the third year of program to
replace rake boards and rear soffits on
homes in the paint cycle. Began installing
gutter guards on homes in the paint cycle.
Continued quality painting and trash
removal/recycling by Ploutis and Trash
Away.

Switched the grounds contract to CLS
at reduced cost, but we are re-bidding
the contract.

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ANNUAL “STATE OF THE ASSOCIATION” MESSAGE FROM THE PRESIDENT (CONTINUED)

e Many dead/dying/storm damaged trees removed.
Completed some drainage and landscaping projects and
continued periodic gutter and down spout cleaning.

Association Finances Remain Sound:

e We received an unqualified (clean) audit opinion for the
period January 1 to December 2010. A copy of the audit
report is on the COA website and in the office.

e The Board approved the 2012 budget including an
assessment increase based on the annual change in the
Washington-Baltimore Area Consumer Price Index
(CPI). After two years of no net increase, the CPI
increased by 3.6% and the monthly assessment will
increase from $197.47 to $206.36 for 2012.

e By the end of 2011 we will have repaid over $500,000 of
the $584,000 loan obtained to finance the 2007 phase of
the road rebuilding project. The remainder will be repaid in
2012.

Architectural Committee: Worked with owners to improve
the community while maintaining reasonable standards to
preserve the colonial design of Charlestown and protect
property values. Committee and Board members surveyed
the community to identify problems needing correction by
homeowners. Thanks to the owners who corrected their problems.

Publicity Committee: Continued to produce and distribute the
Chronicle and update our website — www.charlestowncoa.org.
Thanks to Lisa Dommes, our publisher and webmaster.

Civic Coordinating Committee: Conducted a rummage sale
at Rolling Hills Swim Club.

Hearing Committee: Worked to resolve the few remaining
outstanding Architectural Violations.

Increasing Maintenance and Repair Requirements: As
the community ages we have more issues and problems to
deal with:

e Rake board and rear soffit deterioration — a five-year
project — in progress.

e  Chimney crowns and caps deteriorating — many repaired in
the last two years.

e Brick walls on homes deteriorating (spalding bricks,
cracks, mortar disappearing) — repairs in conjunction
with paint cycle begun — a multi-year project.

Party walls above roof line deteriorating — work to be done.
Erosion and settling create grading and drainage issues
— ongoing.

e Metal roofs and metal flashing deteriorating — work to

begin in 2012.

Bay Window Roofs — soon to need replacement.

Electric and gas street lamps need replacement/restoration
— electric lamps completed.

e Wooded areas along the rear of the property need
attention — and have great possibilities.

Greater Capability with larger staff and more equipment —
more responsive and cost effective than contractors.
e  QGutter cleaning.
e Rear soffit/rake board replacement project. Gutter guard
installation.
Drainage and grading projects.
Snow plowing.
Much of the tree pruning and some landscaping projects.

Priorities for 2012:

e Repair and reseal roads/parking areas rebuilt in 2007
under the original contract guarantee and reseal the
2006 roads/parking areas.

e Obtain permanent resolution of the Fire Lane/Parking
issue.

e Replace or repair brick patio walls, stoops and sidewalk
sections based on priority of need and budget constraints.

e Repair brick walls on homes in conjunction with the
paint cycle. Complete other brick repairs and chimney
cap repairs within priorities and budget constraints.

e  Continue the roof rake board and rear soffit replacement
program in conjunction with the paint cycle. Install
gutter guards on these homes.

e Prune/remove trees as necessary. Correct drainage and
grading problems.

¢ Ensure continued sound stewardship of funds. Complete
repayment of the $584,000 loan.

e Begin a multi-year “Parks in the Charlestown Woods”
project, a heavily volunteer effort.

¢  With more volunteers — continue the Neighborhood Watch
Program. Contact Marc Powe at marc.powe@gmail.com.

e Grow the number and type of community activities.
Contact Pam at PamKellyLauder@aol.com.

e Renew or extend contracts that provide good value and
service for the money with small (CPI) increases.
Competitively bid new contracts and re-bid those if
competition will benefit the COA.

e Continue to work with residents and management to
maintain/improve community “curb appeal” and property
values while maintaining reasonable, fair, and consistent
standards.

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BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING HIGHLIGHTS - OCTOBER 18, 2011 - DRAFT
MANAGEMENT REPORT

BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT: Lepley, Ingalsbe,
Miron, Powe, Reid, Biery, Elmstrom, Klingelhut, Lauder

MANAGEMENT ATTENDEES: Sarah Gerstein,
Property Manager; Carolyn Kitrinos, Recording Secretary;
Jesse Yelton, Operations Manager

CALL TO ORDER
Mr. Ingalsbe called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m., noting
the presence of a quorum.

HOMEOWNER FORUM

A homeowner requested information regarding the moving
of the maintenance shed at the maintenance yard. Mr. Ingalsbe
explained that the maintenance shed was moved as required
by Fairfax County, so that it would not be placed over a
sewer line below ground at the rear of the maintenance yard.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT

e Mr. Ingalsbe noted that the COA Hearing Committee
will meet Thursday, 9/27 at 6:30 p.m. The committee
will be chaired by Mr. Miron, with members Mrs.
Elmstrom, Mrs. Lauder and Mr. Reid.

e Mr. Ingalsbe reported that the pad had been completed
for the shed, and trees planted. The shed will be installed
on the 20", The fence will be erected afterwards.

e The new RFP for COA landscaping services has been
revised and expanded with input from ACC and BOD
members. It has been sent out to a number of contractors.
There will be a bidder’s conference conducted by Ms.
Gerstein, Mr. Yelton and Mr. Ingalsbe on the 20™.

e CLS has presented a proposal for Charlestown focal
beds, based on suggestions from the ACC. Mr. Ingalsbe
would like to take advantage of the $1K discount offered
by CLS to improve at least some of the entrances to the
community.

e Mr. Ingalsbe noted that there were a couple of brick and
masonry proposals on the agenda for the evening. He
suggested that the large amount of masonry repairs could
best be handled by putting them on a cyclical basis, to be
performed on homes that are on the paint cycle for that
year. He also suggested the BOD consider hiring a
mason for its maintenance staff, as the number of basic
masonry repairs has increased and will continue to
increase as the homes age.

e The Annual Meeting will take place Tuesday, November
15, at Irving MS. Mr. Herrity will be attending to speak
and the West Springfield police station will send a
representative to address the meeting.

e Mr. Ingalsbe noted that the CMG contract is up for
renewal in March.

APPROVAL OF THE BOD MINUTES

Mr. Powe made a motion to approve the September 20,
2011 BOD minutes with one correction: Mr. Klingelhut
will be recorded as present at the meeting. Mr. Lepley
seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Ms. Gerstein discussed the insurance coverage for the
COA, as presented last meeting. According to Virginia
state statutes, the BOD must increase its coverage to 1
million dollars.

- The cost of changing COA coverage to Broadform
coverage, which included non-monetary claims is
approximately $1,900 per year.

- “If Any” coverage would cover independent
contractors the COA might employ. The purpose is to
cover COA expenses should the contractor sue the COA
for any injuries received while working on the property.

- Ms. Gerstein and our insurance representative will
amend the COA policy to include the new maintenance
shed — once it has been constructed and evaluated for the
appropriate coverage.

Mr. Yelton presented a proposal for a canopy to cover
the tractor so that it could be operated in inclement
weather, as well as a plow blade for the gator. In
addition, the proposal includes a multiple-year
maintenance contract for the tractor. The new blade and
canopy will increase the Association’s ability to manage
snow removal in-house.

The BOD discussed the increased in-house capabilities
of the COA because of additional equipment purchased.
In 2010 the COA spent only $300.00 of its $10,000
budget allowance by using in-house personnel and
equipment. This is a significant savings to the COA, as
well as an added convenience to homeowners.

Mr. Yelton presented the R.E. Martin proposal for snow
removal services. The board asked that the proposal
include the wording “on call” in place of “with 2”
accumulations measured at Washington National
Airport.”

Mr. Yelton presented the R.E. Martin proposal for
additional community pruning as requested by the ACC.
Mr. Yelton presented the Kolb Electric proposal for the
electrical wiring of the maintenance building.

Mr. Yelton presented the proposal from Reliable Rails
for the construction of the security gate for the new
maintenance yard. The gate will be 14’ wide and 7’ tall,
constructed of aluminum. This is the most cost effective
material, as both wood and wrought iron are cost
prohibitive.

Ms. Gerstein presented as information, the final invoices
for the emergency tree pruning and removal done before
Hurricane Irene and in the clean-up from the storm.

Mr. Yelton presented to the board the Chimney Doctor
proposal for brick and mortar repairs in the community.
Mr. Yelton presented the Bright Masonry proposal for brick
wall replacement and repair. WCC, the COA engineering
consultant, reviewed the patio walls with Mr. Yelton and
identified those that need to be replaced and those that do
not need replacement at this time. There is additional work
to be added that will bring the total to about 30K.

Mr. Yelton obtained an additional bid from CWI
masonry contractors on the recommendation of WCC
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and found that the bid was prohibitively expensive with
repairs to one wall estimated at 20K. The bid for this
wall from Bright Masonry was 7K.

NEW BUSINESS

e The board discussed the proposal for focal beds
presented by CLS. Acting on the recommendation of the
ACC, the board determined to limit the number of areas
planted by CLS.

e Ms. Lauder suggested that the COA hold its annual
rummage sale on the same weekend each fall — the
second weekend in October.

Mr. Biery made a motion to approve the purchase of a
canopy, plow blade and multi-year maintenance plan in
the amount of $4,123.99. Mr. Lepley seconded the
motion and it passed with unanimous approval.

Mr. Lepley moved to approve the R.E. Martin snow
removal contract for Winter 2011/2012, with language
altered to “on call” in place of “with 2” accumulation
measured at Washington National Airport.” Mr. Reid
seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Mr. Powe moved to approve the R.E. Martin proposal
for pruning, in an amount not to exceed $2,000.00. Mr.
Biery seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Mr. Lepley made a motion to approve the Kolb Electric
contract in the amount of $6,9451.00. Mr. Reid seconded
the motion and it passed with unanimous approval.

Mr. Biery made a motion to approve the Reliable Rails
proposal for installation of the maintenance yard gate, in

the amount of $3,200.00. Mr. Reid seconded the motion
and it passed with unanimous approval.

Mr. Powe moved to approve the Chimney Doctor
proposal for masonry repairs in the amount of $3,443.00.
Mr. Lepley seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Mr. Biery moved to approve the Bright Construction
Group proposal for the repair and replacement of brick
patio walls including work at 8434 Grenoble Court, in an
amount not to exceed $32,000.00. Mr. Miron seconded
the motion and it passed with unanimous approval.

Mr. Biery made a motion to approve ITEM #1 only,
from the CLS proposal for installation of entrance
features: pricing to include the discount of $1,000.00
offered to the Association by CLS. Mr. Lepley seconded
the motion and it carried with unanimous approval.

COMMITTEE REPORTS
Architectural: Presented — October Architecture Committee
Minutes.

EXECUTIVE SESSION

Ms. Lauder made a motion to move to Executive Session
to discuss delinquencies. Mr. Miron seconded the motion
and it carried unanimously.

Mr. Miron moved to leave Executive Session. Mr. Lepley
seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

ADJOURNMENT
There being no further business to come before the
board, the meeting adjourned at 8:45 p.m.

The homeowner has experienced a leak in the upper bedroom
ceiling in the corner. The COA will send the roofer to examine
and seal all leaks.

A homeowner requested that a large tree in her front yard be
pruned. Large dead branches have fallen. The COA will ask the
contractor to prune the tree of dead limbs. The COA will also
include the pruning of three large trees on Talford Circle that are
almost touching the buildings, if this is not already included in the
latest pruning contract.

The committee discussed the CLS proposal for focal beds in the
community. The committee determined that the CLS proposal did
not have the plants that the COA would like to have. The
committee determined that Ms. Reid would draw up a plan for the
focal beds at Wickham and Carrleigh and the other at Forrester
and Carrleigh. Mrs. Kitrinos would draw up suggestions for the
large corner beds along Forrester Boulevard. The beds will follow
the general look of the corners at Waterbury and Carrleigh, with
crepe myrtles in the rear, with laurels and blooming flowers for
the apex. The plans will be submitted to CLS for a new proposal.

The committee reviewed the trees that will be given to the COA
by the Arbor Day Foundation — courtesy of Mr. and Mrs. Powe.
The committee determined that the Eastern Redbud, the White
Flowering Dogwood and the Crepe Myrtles would be most

appropriate for the community. The Crabappple, Hawthorn and
Goldenraintree would not be desirable for Charlestown. The
arrival date of the trees is uncertain.

Non-Compliance Inspections — All inspections are complete

except for one area.

The committee discussed the COA’s submission for the NEPP

grant offered by Fairfax County. It was agreed that improvement

and beautification of the wooded area along the creek would be
the focus of the COA’s submission.

The ACC determined that contractors would be used to clear

brush and dead wood from the wooded areas. The ACC would

use volunteers from the community and community organizations
to clear the ground further. A bridge crossing at the upper creek
will be built with the intention of allowing foot traffic on either
side of the creek. Pathways would be created and either mulched
or graveled. Mulch from clearing trees and bushes could be used.

Committee members will meet the following week with Mr.

Yelton to survey the area and determine the amount of labor

needed.

The ACC reviewed the old landscaping contract to suggest

changes for the upcoming bidding process for landscaping

services.

Mr. Martin made a number of language change suggestions—

including the use of the term 2012 Calendar Year as opposed to

Fiscal Year—which is inaccurate. He also suggested the time

frame for beginning and ending work in the community be

consistent throughout the document.

Liming services will be included in the proposal as a separate

item.

Other suggestions included:

o Specifying the type of debris the COA would like collected
by the landscaper and specific directions concerning the
disposal of tree debris. Also, specific description of the
times that the COA expects to have debris clean-up (after
storms, etc.)

o Specific instructions on contacting the COA on days the
landscaper is on the property.

o Specific instructions for the use of small hand mowers.

o Specific guidelines for pruning—change April pruning to
late May pruning. Bushes will be pruned back from corners
and sidewalks.

o The COA will hold a bidders conference to go over the
contract and property in order to explain to bidders the
scope of work expected. The COA should provide a
community map showing areas for special attention or
having special instructions.

The meeting adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
